Statement of Understanding Between:

Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival 2011 and the Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival Scholarship Organization

Relationship:

The Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival Scholarship Organization is organized as a nonprofit organization whose express purposes include:

1. The provision of scholarship funds.

2. The representation of Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival in the Miss Alabama Pageant.

3. The representation of the sponsors of the Gardendale Magnolia Festival Scholarship Pageant.

4. The promotion of Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival.

As a result, there are several important premises, which are basic to Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival’s year of service.  Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival must recognize that for her year of service she will represent the Greater Gardendale Region, the Magnolia Festival Scholarship Organization, and its sponsors.  It is important that she maintain immaculate personal grooming whether on campus, going shopping, or any public appearances.

Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival will:

To ensure efficient management of Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival and her appearances-


•  Refer all appearance requests to the Directors


•  Refer all press, radio, or television requests to the Directors


•  Honor and fulfill all scheduled appearances for Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival
•  Prepare herself to successfully meet the requirements of the approved appearances

•  Prepare herself in conjunction with the Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival Directors to adequately and successfully compete in the Miss Alabama Pageant

∙  Be responsible for raising/collecting monies to cover CMN dues for Miss Alabama Pageant

· Have a mandatory mock interview the first Monday night of each month at 6pm(location TBA) .  This monthly mock interview may only be cancelled at discretion of the directors.
· Be required to take the Rising Star matched up with her at our preliminary to the Miss Alabama Pageant as her rising star.
The Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival Scholarship Organization will:


•  Confirm all appearances and requirements pertaining thereto


•  Screen all appearance requests and protect against undesirable appearances


•  Provide time for study, rest, and vacations in regard to the interest of Miss Magnolia Festival’s good health and mental well-being


•  Provide a cash scholarship for Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival 2011.  Scholarship money Will not be released until conclusion of 2011 Miss Alabama Pageant.  All scholarship monies must be used within a one-year period from the date crowned Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival 2011 or monies will be forfeited.

In addition, Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival is required to appear at the following events during her year of service:

(these events are mandatory, and will result in the pulling of crown/title if not willing to attend) 


•  Gardendale Christmas Parade


•  Magnolia Festival(April  2011/TBA)


* Little/Junior Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival Pageant(April 2011/TBA)     
* Miss Alabama Contestant Orientation


•  Miss Alabama Contestant Workshop


•  Miss Alabama Fashion Show (if in Top 10)

Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival will:


•  Never have any type of coaching or outside help, advice, or influences in preparing for the Miss Alabama Pageant without the written approval from the Directors

•  Understand that all decisions will be made between her and the Directors.  Parents are to provide support for their daughter but will not play a part in the decision making process in preparing for the Miss Alabama Pageant.


∙  Have Miss Alabama wardrobe approved by Director/signed off on by April 15, 2011.  Have talent selection approved by Directors by Dec. 31, 2010(This will result in pulling of crown/title if not done by Dec. 31, 2010).
•  Provide her own wardrobe for appearances and all phases of competition in the Miss Alabama Pageant


•  Select her own wardrobe for the Miss Alabama Competition, but the Directors must approve all competition and production clothing before clothing is purchased


•  Select her own talent to be performed at the Miss Alabama Pageant, but the Directors must approve talent


•  Maintain wardrobe in a clean and pressed condition


•  Maintain personal grooming at all times, which reflects positively, i.e. a conservative wardrobe-no tattoos or body piercings (other than earrings) should be obvious to the public.


•  Maintain a weight, which is appropriate for her height, and body frame, which is agreed upon by her and her directors.


•  Show appreciation and write thank-you notes to contracting party for all appearances and to all sponsors 


•  Have a behavior that is beyond reproach at all times


•  Provide her own transportation to and from scheduled appearances, unless the Magnolia Festival has made other arrangements.


•  BE PROMPT.  There is never an excuse for being late to any engagement.  This will not be permitted at any time.


•  Never take advantage of the hosts’ hospitality.  She must never give the impression that she is sick, tired, or bored.  She must maintain interest, enthusiasm, and sparkle during the entire appearance.


•  Agree that all scholarship monies won as Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival must be used within a one-year period from the date of  winning the title Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival.  Agree that all scholarship money not used at the end of one-year will be forfeited.  Agree to provide Directors with scholarship acceptance letter and with the address of the College/University financial aid office of where to send the scholarship money.

Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival 2011 Contestants will:


•  Provide a $50.00 check to the Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival Pageant in a good faith effort to secure my spot as a contestant.  I am aware that the $50.00 check will be refunded to me the day of the pageant (July 25, 2010).  I also understand that if I am unable to compete, I must notify the directors at least 48 hours before the day of the preliminary (5 p.m. Friday, July 23, 2010).  The contestant must provide an excuse from a doctor in order to receive the no-show deposit if cancellation occurs within 48 hours of the Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival Pageant.


•  Allow the Magnolia Festival to post photographs and biographical information on the Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival Website and the Magnolia Festival website..


•  Claim all scholarship monies awarded within one-year from the pageant date or monies will be forfeited.   


•  Who are college graduates and who do not intend to pursue any further college education may elect to receive their award in the form of a U.S. Savings Bond.  In order to reserve this award, the contestant must send in written request along with a copy of their college degree or equivalent certificate to the Miss Magnolia Festival Pageant.  The denomination value of the savings bond will be equal to the total amount of the cash reward.

Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival Disclaimer:

In the event that Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival 2011 is unable to complete her year of service, or should she forfeit her title prior to the Miss Alabama Pageant, the 1st alternate will have the opportunity to attend Miss Alabama as Miss Gardendale Magnolia Festival 2011, although no additional monies or prizes will be awarded.
